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“In an effort to find the marriage date of Thomas “X” Smith and his third wife, Elizabeth
Fullerton Sweet, the Logan Temple records were searched. According to Nolan Olson, the
temple recorder, this marriage was probably recorded in the polygamist book. As you know,
Congress passed a law forbidding the practice of polygamy in America, and it was during this time
that the recorder of the Logan Temple hid this book of marriages somewhere in the Logan
Temple. Unfortunately, he hid them so well that no one can find them; he died and never told
anyone where they were-so far as we know. There was no record in the Cache County
courthouse of this marriage, but in searching the Logan LDS 4" ward, it states that Thomas “X”
Smith married Elizabeth Fullerton Sweet on 18 July 1884. Elizabeth Fullerton Sweet had two of
her children sealed to her and to Thomas “X” Smith on 13 Feb 1885 in the Logan Temple. At the
present, this marriage date is the best we can do as far as determining when they were married, if
a more accurate date is found, we will give it to you in our next report.”

Thomas “X” Smith was born and christened Thomas and sometime later he added the “X”. Many
people did this in those days to distinguish them from another person of the same or similar name.
This was not an uncommon practice.
