1861: Because of the "Cache Valley Fever" of 1860, Logan population increased to such an extent that the pioneers formed four wards in 1861 (8, 27). The bishops were Benjamin Lewis, Henry Ballard, John B. Thatcher and Thomas X. Smith(12).
1866:  Logan was incorporated on January 17th, by an act of the Territorial Legislature.  Before this time the bishops exercised political a well as ecclesiastical powers (8, 27).  The government consisted of a mayor and council made up of three councilors and five aldermen. Alvin Crockett was elected Logan's first mayor.  John B. Thatcher, C. B. Robbins, and Thomas X. Smith were elected as aldermen; and James H. Martineau, Thomas C. Ricks, W. K. Robinson, P. Cranney and Chas. O. Card were elected as councilmen. Other officers were appointed later(12).
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
